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About the peculiarities of the English-language historiography

Abstract. The article is devoted to the consideration of the specifics of the English-language historiog-
raphy of the Communist International from the moment of the appearance of the main publications to the pre-
sent time. The relevance of the research is evidenced by the fact that in recent decades, the study of the policy of
the Comintern and national communist remains one of the tasks of English-speaking historians: the number of
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articles and monographs in which the authors try to consider controversial, little-studied, or requiring rethink-
ing questions about the activities of the Comintern, how much its national sections and on what questions could
show independence. The purpose is to examine the dynamics of approaches to the study of the Comintern, to
compare the opinions of historians on the main issues under consideration. The subject of the study is the poli-
cy of the Comintern, mainly in relation to foreign communist parties. The result of the study: two main direc-
tions in the study of Comintern politics are identified and characterized: traditionalist and revisionist. Chrono-
logical periods in the development of these directions are revealed: up to the 1990s, the 1990s, from the 2000s
to the present. Each chronological stage is associated with the activities of certain historians, whose positions
made it possible to identify them as adherents of a particular direction, as well as with a number of political and
scientific events - the end of the Cold War, the beginning and continuation of the declassification of the Comin-
tern archive, located in the Russian State Archive of Socio-Political History (RGASPI). The author comes to the
conclusion that the arguments of each side are quite convincing, which is likely to affect the continuation of the
scientific dispute, which will contribute to the growth of scientific publications on this topic.
